Tillaea.

Dwarf succulent herbs, leaves opposite, flowers minute,
stamens and petals 3 to 5. :
Carpels short more or less pointed ; flowers axillary.
Flowers in dense leafy clusters, sepals 4 or 5, acute,
longer than the petals; fruitlets 4 to 5 rather acute,
leaves short 53

Flowers solitary, on long stalks.
Erect or diffuse of a reddish hue, leaves very
short ; petals longer than the sepals.
Creeping or floating, leaves linear-lanceolate ;
petals 4 about as long as the sepals; a scale
under each fruitlet ...
Carpels oblong ; flowers comparatively large, in leafy
panicles or corymbs ; sepals 4, acute as long as the
petals ; leaves short, rather acute
